The first settlers in America landed in December of 1620, in 
Massachusetts, and within one month, 10 out of 17 fathers and husbands 
who were on that ship, the Mayflower, died.  Within a couple of months, 
only four of the mothers and wives were alive out of the first 17 couples, 
and by Easter, almost half of the pilgrims had died.  They landed in the 
middle of winter without provisions, without shelter, and that took a toll. 
It took a huge toll and yet in 1621 they celebrated, and they gave thanks 
to God.  It was amazingly difficult those first years. 
 
On another continent, about 25 years later, there was a Lutheran pastor 
named Martin Rinkart. He lived in Eilenberg in Saxony, and it was 
during the siege of the Thirty Years War.  Eilenberg was a walled city 
that was surrounded by Swedes, and there were 800 homes burned, and 
the people within suffered from the plague, from starvation, and it got to 
the point where the pastors themselves started to die, and Martin 
Rinchart was the only pastor left.  He was conducting 50 funerals a day, 
can you imagine? Fifty funerals a day. He buried over 5,000 people that 
year, including his own wife.  When the war ended a year later, he sat 
down, and listen to the words that he penned:   
“Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices,  
Who wondrous things has done, I whom this world rejoices;  
Who from our mothers’ arms has blessed us on our way  
With countless gifts of love, and still is ours today. 
 
This was a man who know horrors beyond all we can think and imagine, 
getting on his knees and leading people in praise and thanks to our God.

Building For Our Future 

 
We have some good news!  Our hardworking Space 
Planning Committee has concluded its review of the 
space needs of our various church ministries.  Based on 
its recommendations and with the help of architect and 
church member Bob Yamafuji, plans have been devel-
oped to make needed renovations to our church facility.  
These renovations will improve our administrative of-
fices as well as areas that serve both our keiki and our 
kupuna. 
 
As many of you know, Manoa Valley Church operates a 
lively preschool and after school program for over 130 
children.  Our classrooms, which are now over 40 years 
old, are in desperate need of repairs and upgrades.  
Some of the proposed changes for these programs in-
clude adding more bathrooms (Can you imagine 100+ 
children are presently using only 2 toilets!), fixing our 
water fountains and providing more storage space. 
 
For our elderly population, we are proposing the instal-
lation of an elevator to allow our seniors to have access 
to the second floor classrooms and the Upper Room. 
Our present makai bathroom facilities for men and 
women will also be renovated to include a handicap 
stall in both areas. 
 
The price tag for these needed improvements will be in 
excess of $1 million.  It is an expensive project to un-
dertake particularly in this difficult economy but we are 
looking in faith to build for our future.  To this end, we 
have formed a Capital Campaign Steering Committee, 
consisting Kristen Kawachi, Catherine Miyahira, and 
Gerald Saito, with assistance in grant-writing by Bette 
Uyeda, and Earl Yonehara.  We are looking at three im-
portant ways to raise the funds: 

�� pledges and donations from church mem-
bers. 

�� donations from our community friends and 
businesses. 

�� grants from private foundations and trusts. 
 
In the next few weeks you will be hearing more about 
our Capital Campaign and how you can help.  In Janu-
ary after Sunday worship we will be conducting an 
“open house” and offering tours of our facilities to ex-
plain the proposed renovations.  Take this opportunity 
to join us and learn how we plan to improve our church 
facility to better serve God and our community.  See 
what is happening in your church so you can make an 
informed decision when you are asked to make a pledge 
to support this project.

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 
God, and the Word was God.  He was in the beginning 
with God. All things came into being through him, and 
without him not one thing came into being.

Adding 
a few colored spotlights in our Sanctuary and temporar-
ily moving the altar made the glory of the stained glass 
window absolutely stunning.

It has been an 
epiphany! 
 
Epiphany means “to show” or to “make known” or to 
“reveal.”  In the church, it is the day in which we re-
member the coming of the wise men bringing gifts to 
the Christ child, and thus revealing Jesus to the world as 
Savior.  
 
Epiphany focuses our thoughts in two directions.  First, 
on an individual level, how is Jesus being revealed in 
our own lives, and how does that change us?  Second, 
on a corporate scale, how is Jesus being revealed in the 
world?   
 
This January we will have an opportunity to look at how 
Jesus is being revealed in our own lives and in the 
world.  We will hear sermons about our vision as a con-
gregation – and how that vision can help to make Jesus 
known in others and ourselves.  We will show the con-
gregation the results of a two-year-long Space Planning 
project.  We will see how some renovations in our 
Christian Living Building can enable us to increase the 
opportunities to make Jesus known especially to our 
keiki and our kupuna.    
 
It is my prayer that January will be a month full of 
epiphanies for us.  Please join me in that prayer!

Happy New Year 2010! This month the Church enters 
into the season of Epiphany. Epiphany means 
“manifestations of Christ”. The season begins with the 
Magi searching for the Child in the manger. Then there 
is the celebration of Jesus’ baptism, and the celebration 
of the wedding at Cana following Jesus’ early ministry.  
It ends with the celebration of the transfiguration. If 
Epiphany means “manifestations of Christ” then how do 
you see Christ in the world today? 
 
Manoa Valley Church Vision/Mission Task Force has 
come up with the tag line: Radical Hospitality Outreach, 
and Missions; Intentional Faith Development; and Pas-
sionate Worship. People can experience Epiphany 
through Radical Hospitality when we welcome all who 
come into worship.  We have a history of radical hospi-
tality to children and their families through the ministry 
of our Preschool Care, After School Care, and Furlough 
Friday programs.  We demonstrated Radical Hospitality 
in hosting a potluck dinner for these families following 
the Manoa Valley Christmas Parade. We extend that 
welcome to some of the DOE teachers who are paid to 
work with our Furlough Friday program.  And I see that 
welcome when I see the children doing crafts in the 
breezeway, playing capture the flag in the gym, and get-
ting help with their homework.  Manoa Valley Church is 
a place where all people are given a radical welcome 
into the Body of Christ. 
 
People can experience Epiphany through Intentional 
Faith Development.  At MVC, our Journey to the Son 
Sunday School program (K-5th grades) is intentional 
about faith development. By providing opportunities for 
our children to share music and our youth to share Ad-
vent reflections and candle lighting liturgies in worship, 
we guide their faith development.  Our Senior High 
youth are in the beginning stages of planning a mission 
trip to Thailand this summer. This will be a significant 
step in their faith development, and I ask that you please 
support them when they begin fundraising for this trip.

The course I taught was about servant leadership and us-
ing your gifts. Aside from the facts of the trip, all I can 
tell you is that by the last day I felt so filled with the spirit 
I couldn't stop thinking of ways to serve him. Most of the 
things I thought of were ways to improve our youth group 
here at Manoa Valley Church. The message from the key-
note speaker, Tim Eldridge, spoke volumes to me. He 
echoed the message that the Youth aren't the future of the 
church.

He gave his testimony of a drug filled child-
hood and being the son of a priest he strayed from the 
faith.

It was but a youthful boy that saw a 
need, went up to God, and told him the people needed 
food. God basically said, "Bring me what you can, and I'll 
do the rest." In the same way, God speaks to the youth 
today. The youth see what's wrong in the world and what 
change needs to be brought. God asks these youth to only 
bring to Him what they have, and He will make it enough. 
I see what needs to be done in my church and community. 
With this in mind, there's nothing I can't do with the 
strength of God backing up my ideas.
